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UV Statement

Reaffirmed by the Executive Council in June 1997 –

It has become increasingly apparent that the effects of ultraviolet radiation (UV) are insidious and potentially harmful to any part of the eye that absorbs it.  The American Academy of Optometry considers it prudent to include protection from UV in all types of eyewear, including prescription and non-prescription spectacles, safety lenses, contact lenses, and intraocular lens implants.
