Â Most common form of strabismus - incidence  1- 2 % of population

Â Angle of Deviation 30^ - 40^ or greater

Â Helveston (1983) - found mean average of 40^

Â Von Noorden (1985) - found mean of 50^ - 60^

Â Refractive errors tend to be same as age matched non strabismics (+1.00 -
+2.00)

Â Associated with : Dissociated Vertical Deviations  and Inferior Oblique
